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VISIONS OF OUR TOWN

In the previous issue of Bollington Live! We directed attention to the need for
a detailed survey of local planning needs: an assessment on Bollington®s behalf
in the interests of our town, rather than someone else’s,

e Focal point strategy
Throughoeut the town, ten important
focal points are identified. There are
suggestions for enhancing each of
them by repairs, tree planting and
signs. The central idea is to reinforce
Bollington’s individuality.

o Improving the green belt
Amongst the proposals, a new
“community forest” is proposed for
the land between the canal and the
Middlewood Way. A country park is
suggested as a way of protecting the
land between Kerridge, Bollington
and Macclesfield. An outdoor
education centre could be located in
one of the quarries in Kerridge Ridge
andanew circular footpath established
around the town.
